1. Abraham’s faith was immediate and cooperative. (v.3)

2. Abraham’s faith was characterized by confidence. (vv.4-5)

3. Abraham’s faith was based on the character of God. (vv.6-8)

4. Abraham’s faith was one of complete commitment to His God. (vv.9-10)

Our Lives today: A Personal Response. (11:17-19)

1. God’s will always requires obedience to His Word. (v.17)
2. The plan and purpose may never be understood. (v.17)
3. Sometimes faith doesn’t make sense. (v.18)
4. Our response invariably reveals our belief. (v.19)
