Prayer


Pray that God give you a burden for OTHERS


Pray for yourself…”Lord, give me a heart for the lost and hurting”


Pray for God to reveal to you 1-5 people that you need to minister to.


Make a list and pray that list…”Lord, open doors of opportunity…”


Send them a card to let them know that you are thinking about them.


Keep this list where you will see it daily.


Pray your list continually.





Contact Your List


Be personable...contact them by phone...or a personal visit.


Be observant...a good listener...is there a need?


Do things which demonstrate your love for them.


Look for signs or receptiveness


Pray that God work through you:


to give opportunities, wisdom and courage.


to connect with them and invite them to church.

Be an encourager.


Work your list with passion.


Invite them into your home for dinner or a snack.


Visit them regularly, especially in times of trial or sickness.


Do things with them on a social level.


Demonstrate hospitality toward church visitors.
