Glory in his holy name; let the hearts of those who seek the LORD rejoice.  Look to the LORD and his strength;  seek his face always.   vs 8-11

He is the LORD our God; his judgments are in all the earth. He remembers his covenant forever, the word he commanded, for a thousand generations     vs 12-15
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
