THESIS: “And Jabez called on the God of Israel saying, ‘Oh, that You 
would bless me indeed, and enlarge my territory, that Your hand would 
be with me, and that You would keep me from evil, that I may not cause 
pain!’ So God granted him what he requested.”         I Chronicles 4:10 

 
In Hebrew the word BLESS means: 
1. to bestow kindness or favor 
2. to bring fulfillment, happiness, joy, hope and satisfaction 
3. to acknowledge praise, thanksgiving and speak well of 

 
THE STORY: God’s Call to Abraham [Genesis 12:1-4] 
1. God wants to bless us.    vs 2 

Taste and see that the LORD is good;  blessed is the man who takes 
refuge in Him. Psalm 34:8 

2. God blesses us with His protection and care      vs 2-3 
Blessed are those who dwell in your house; they are ever praising 
you. Blessed are those whose strength is in you,  
who have set their hearts on pilgrimage. Psalm 84:4-5  

3. God blesses us through our obedience to His Word        vs  4 
Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what 
it says.   But the man who looks intently into the perfect law that 
gives freedom, and continues to do this, not forgetting what he has 
heard, but doing it—he will be blessed in what he does.               
James 1: 22, 25 

4. God blesses other people through us          vs 3
